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The government's initiative to make foreign students actually know the current situation 

in Fukushima is very efficient and convenient, whereas the true situation sometimes does 

not correspond to what we see on the news of world television.  

 

The trip made me see that the Japanese have done and are still doing everything to make 

the 2011 accident memories are forgotten. And in addition to recover with a dignified 

posture, they are still searching for new energy resources, such as solar energy: more 

ecological and less dangerous.
