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Fukushima is a place with many different attractions. It has many historical sites, including the
massive Tsuruga castle. It has unique foods like Kitakata ramen. And Mt. Bandai has fantastic
skiing in the winter and beautiful scenery for hiking in the summer. It is easy to be concerned
because of the 2011 disaster, but this has not changed anything. For some time, Fukushima will
struggle to be known as more than the prefecture of the Daiichi Nuclear Plant. But this reputation
will not last forever. The people of Fukushima have shown great resilience, and the rich culture
and tradition of the area speaks for itself.
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
