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M Introduction of the Kenjinkai and its Main Activities

The Zaia Fukushima Kenjinkai was founded in 1939 and will celebrate its 82th anniversary in 2021. Although the
descendants of the 1st generation of emigrants from Japan total about 550, the Kenjinkai activities are performed
mainly by 80 2nd and 3rd generation emigrants from Japan.

We encourage interactions and friendship among members through a gathering in April every year and the Japan
Festival in autumn sponsored by the Federation of Japanese Associations in Argentina (FANA) as we promote and
report progress in the revitalization of Fukushima.

The number of young Fukushima Kenjinkai members has increased, and many of these youths are unfamiliar
with many aspects of Fukushima. To encourage these new members to learn more about Fukushima and Japan,
the Fukushima Kenjinkai promotes the Fukushima Program for Latin American Kenjinkai Youths to provide youth
members with opportunities to learn firsthand about the history and culture of Fukushima, and to experience
progress in the revitalization of Fukushima after the Great East Japan Earthquake with the aim of continuing

Kenjinkai activities in the future.
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I Activities Supporting the Revitalization of Fukushima

- Participation in the Overseas Fukushima Kenjinkai Summit (1st, 2nd, and 3rd)

- Youth members participated in the Fukushima Program for Latin American Kenjinkai Youths, learned about
progress in the revitalization of Fukushima and provided information on Fukushima at Kenjinkai meetings and to
people around them (FY2013-2019).

- 2011 & 2012: The Fukushima Kenjinkai ran a booth at a festival hosted by the Japanese Association in Argentina
and participated in a relief fund activity for the victims of the Great East Japan Earthquake organized by the
Japanese Garden in Buenos Aires, and reported progress in the revitalization of Fukushima using data from
Fukushima Prefectural Office website. The Kenjinkai also participated in the autumn festival hosted by FANA
and the Japan Mania Festival hosted by the Nichia Gakuin. The Kenjinkai handed out pamphlets, highlighted
Fukushima and reported progress in the revitalization. La Plata Hochi, a Nikkei Newspaper, published an article
about reports by students who studied in Fukushima. The report was posted on the Kenjinkai Facebook page.
