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I Introduction of the Kenjinkai and its Main Activities

The Zaipa Fukushima Kenjinkai (Fukushima Kenjinkai in Paraguay) was founded by emigrants from
Fukushima in 1972.

Between 1980 and 2001, 13 young members participated in the “Fukushima Prefectural Government
Scholarship Program” and the “Fukushima Program for Fukushima Program for Latin American Kenjinkai
Youths”, through which they learned about the history and culture of Fukushima.

Currently, the Kenjinkai has suspended activities; however, there are plans to discuss the future of the
Kenjinkai with the goal of passing it down to the next generation.
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
