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M Introduction of the Kenjinkai and its Main Activities

The Fukushima Prefectural Association in London was founded in February 1993 to facilitate interactions among members. Members
of the Kenjinkai consist of emigrants from Fukushima, their parents and relatives, and individuals who have studied or worked in
Fukushima. After the Great East Japan Earthquake, individuals who want to support Fukushima and individuals who simply love
Fukushima joined as members. We hold a New Year’s gathering and other meetings each year to interact.

The Kenjinkai cooperates with other Kenjinkais around the world and continues to highlight progress in the revitalization of
Fukushima and local specialties to dispel harmful rumors of Fukushima.
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M Activities Supporting the Revitalization of Fukushima

- The Kenjinkai cooperated with Fukushima Prefecture to promote Fukushima at the time of Governor Uchibori’s visit to Europe (2015,
2018, 2019).

- Four Kenjinkais in Europe (UK. Germany, France and the Netherlands) held the European Fukushima Kenjinkai Summit (1st was
held in the Netherlands in 2016 and 2nd was held in Germany in 2017).

+ April and July 2011: The Kenjinkai donated funds for the victims of the Great East Japan Earthquake to Fukushima Prefectural
Government Emergency Response Headquarters.

- September 2011: The Kenjinkai ran a booth to highlight progress in the revitalization of Fukushima at the 3rd Japan Festival
(continued each year since then). Especially in 2013, we sold Ten-no-Tsubu, rice produced in Fukushima and as a result, sales of
Ten-no-Tsubu began to sell in Europe.

We donated the profits to Fukushima to support children and the victims of the Great East Japan Earthquake.

- July 2012: The Kenjinkai supported the construction of the Fukushima Garden and participated in the Opening Ceremony of it in
Holland Park. We expressed gratitude for the disaster received from UK. and the world.

The Prefectural Flower, Rhododendron trees were planted.

+ March 2013: The Kenjinkai participated in the Fukushima Garden Unveiling Ceremony for the Memorial Monument.

- July 2014: The Kenjinkai held an Okiagari Koboshi Exhibition at the House of Parliament. The Kenjinkai also ran a booth at Hyper
Japan 2014, a Japanese culture event, to promote Fukushima.

+ March 2016: The Fukushima Satonokono-kai expressed appreciation to those who supported the revitalization of Fukushima at
the Embassy of Japan in London, schools, and the University of Oxford. The Kenjinkai provided support for the 5th Memorial
Ceremony for the Great East Japan Earthquake and other events for the revitalization of Fukushima hosted by the Embassy of
Japan in London.

+ July 2017: The Kenjinkai participated in the 5th Anniversary Ceremony of Fukushima Garden and a ceremony for the conclusion
of the sister garden city agreement between England and Japan.

- October 2017: The Kenjinkai held the Fukushima Liquor Fair, a revitalization event for Fukushima, at the House of Parliament.

+ November 2017: The Kenjinkai helped open an English Garden in Motomiya City to promote friendly relations between England
and Japan.

- November 2018: Four Kenjinkais in Europe promoted the safety of local sake and food from Fukushima at a reception for the
emperor’s birthday hosted by the Embassy of Japan in Belgium.

- April 2019: The Kenjinkai distributed local art crafts, sake, and pamphlets at the photo exhibition, “Cherry Trees in Fukushima,”
hosted by NHK Fukushima to promote Fukushima.

- June 2019: The Kenjinkai provided sake and food from Fukushima at the 70th anniversary reception of the International Grains
Council.

+ June 2019: Four Kenjinkais in Europe promoted the safety of local sake and food from Fukushima at the garden party held at the
residence of the Ambassador of the Mission of Japan to the European Union in Brussels.
