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M Introduction of the Kenjinkai and its Main Activities

The Shanghai Fukushima Kenjinkai has been operated by company employees assigned to Shanghai
from Fukushima and their families since its foundation in 1998. Since the establishment of the Fukushima
Prefecture Shanghai Office in 2004, the Kenjinkai has introduced the charms of Fukushima and has promoted
activities to dispel harmful rumors of Fukushima jointly with office staff.

The Kenjinkai holds gatherings about four times a year. The gathering in March is always a special
meeting to think about the revitalization of Fukushima.

Although the company employees assigned to Shanghai play the central role of the Kenjinkai, we
sometimes invite people who came to Shanghai for business.

+ The Shanghai Fukushima Kenjinkai participated in the Overseas Fukushima Kenjinkai Summit (Ist and
2nd).

- The Kenjinkai shared information about Fukushima at a reception for the Emperor’s birthday hosted by
the Consulate-General of Japan in Shanghai (2011-2018).

- The Fukushima Kenjinkai in Shanghai hosted a gathering to support the revitalization of Fukushima,
provided lectures by individuals who experienced the disaster, and had a panel exhibition to show the
progress in the revitalization of Fukushima.
